Service Contract

Collections

This Service Contract binds Alpha & Omega Medical Billing Services, Inc.  (hereinafter A & Ω) and Habersham County EMS (hereinafter Client).

A & Ω is a billing service company, which manages computerized claims, billing and collection services to healthcare providers.  A & Ω provides billing services to patients

for their portion of the Client’s fees not covered by insurance.

The Client hereby retains A & Ω to provide collection services through which A & Ω will attempt on behalf of the Client to collect any outstanding portions of patient billings of balances 180 days or more old.  A & Ω may at any time, use the services of another collection agency during the collection process

A.  All patient information and data shall be kept confidential.  Patient information will 

      be used for the sole purpose of collection attempts.

B.  All monies will be processed to the collection agency. 
C.  A & Ω will receive a payment of 35% of the previous month’s receipts from the           
      monies collected.
D.  The Client will receive a check for 65% of the previous month’s receipts from the 
      monies collected.
E.  After all attempts have been made to collect the debts, any outstanding amounts

     will be reported to a credit bureau.
F.  A & Ω will provide the Client a detailed report of information reported to the 

     credit bureau.

G.  A & Ω will generate a monthly detailed report outlining the accounts receivables       
      from collections.

H.  This service contract excludes the use by the Client of any other billing/collection 

      company other than A & Ω.  The service contract is valid for a period of 12 months

      from the date hereof.  Upon completion of this contract, the terms and conditions will

      be open for renewal and revisions.  After the 12 month period, termination of the 

      contract must be made in writing 30 days prior to termination.  If this agreement is 

      renewed, either party may terminate the agreement on thirty (30) days written notice.

I.  Should any provisions of this service contract be found to be invalid by any court of 

    competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this service contract shall still stand as a 

    binding document.  The service contract shall fall under the jurisdiction of Habersham
    County and Georgia law.  Any disputes between the parties concerning validity,

    interpretation or performance of any of the terms of provisions of this contract or

    of any rights or obligations of the parties hereto shall be resolved in Habersham County. 

J.  This service contract represents the entire agreement between the Client and A & Ω
    and shall not be modified unless done so in writing and signed by both parties.  Any

    notices and communications will be directed to the following parties at the following

    locations/addresses:
